Fibres for concrete shall be SikaFiber® Force PP 48
polyolefin high performance macro-synthetic fibre
conforming to EN 14889-2: 2006 Class 2 and manufac-
tured specifically for the reinforcement of concrete.
SikaFiber® Force PP 48 macro-synthetic fibres shall be
mixed at the batch plant, at the recommended rate of
4-8 kg per cubic metre, and mixed for sufficient time
(minimum 5 minutes) to ensure uniform distribution
of the fibres throughout the concrete mix.

IMPORTANT CONSIDERATIONS

The addition of SikaFiber® Force PP 48 can cause a re-
duction in the concrete workability. We recommend
correcting this loss not by adding more water, but by
adjusting the mix to the required consistency with a
suitable dosage of a Sika® ViscoCrete® or SikaPlast®
admixture.
