In addition the special formula and in-

gredients of Sika® WT-200 P enhances the self-healing

properties of concrete and will improve the ability to

heal cracks in concrete.

TECHNICAL INFORMATION

Concreting guidance

The standard rules of good concreting practice, concerning production and
placing, are to be followed.

Laboratory trials shall be carried out before concreting on site, especially
when using a new mix design or producing new concrete components.
Fresh concrete must be cured properly and curing applied as early as pos-
sible.

Concrete mix design

* For waterproof concrete: Concrete mix design depends on local require-

ments and / or local standards for watertight concrete systems.
= For Sika® Watertight Concrete: Sika® WT-200 P has been formulated for
use in concrete with a minimum binder content of 350 kg/m?3 and a max-
imum w/b-ratio of 0.45. Depending on the specific mix design the dosage
of HRW /superplasticizer has to be evaluated in order to achieve a con-
sistency 2110 mm (slump test AS1012.3.1)
Laboratory trials are always recommended to evaluate and confirm actu-
al water reduction and consistency class.

Effect on setting

The chemical and physical composition of the components, concrete, Sika®
WT-200 P and concrete and ambient temperature can affect the setting
time of the concrete.

Recommended dosage

1-2 % of Sika® WT-200 P by weight of binder

Dispensing

Sika® WT-200 P is added at the time of batching to the concrete.Depend-

ing on the operation it can be dosed

= At the dry batching plant : add Sika® WT-200 P either to the gauging /
mixing water to form a very thin slurry and add it into the truck barrel or
load it along with the concrete components. Then mix thoroughly for
about 60 seconds/m3 . Do not add Sika® WT-200 P to wet concrete.

= At the wet batching plant (mixer) : dispense Sika® WT-200 P and the con-
crete components together, mixing as per the internal production pro-
cedures.

The w/b-ratio and consistency control remains the responsibility of the

concrete producer.

Compatibility

Sika® WT-200 P may be combined with many other Sika products.
